FRANCISCAN MYSTERY PLAY AT PAX CHRISTI

BURLINGTON. Four new stained glass windows were recently installed 
at St. Catherine of Siena Church in Burlington, a donation from the 
estate of a long-time parishioner.

Rosemary Gergen, mother-in-law of pastoral assistant Norbert 
Ohnmacht, passed away in October 2010, leaving her estate in the 
hands of her daughters Paulette Ohnmacht and Michelle Gergen-
Wisner. 

The two sisters decided to pay lasting tribute to their mother by 
commissioning the production of four stained glass windows, one 
for each of the four Gospel writers: St. Matthew, St. Mark, St. Luke 
and St. John. The windows were designed and built by Michael Greer 
of Flagler, who had previously made other windows for the church. 

The new windows were dedicated on March 20, said St. Cath-
erine pastor Father Bob Newbury. 

Gergen grew up in Stratton and had been a member of St. Cath-
erine Parish since 1948, when she married her late husband Paul, 
Ohnmacht said. 

Paul Gergen’s mother was one of the founding members of        
St. Charles Borromeo Parish in Stratton, which celebrated its 100th 
anniversary last year.

In January 2004, vandals set � re to St. Catherine, and the church 
burned to the ground. The only item that survived the � re was a 
statue of St. Catherine. The new church is largely decorated with 
furnishings made by parishioners.
